- To change High-Line Adapter from vertical to 
horizontal direction, remove cap (A).

- Remove screws (B) with allen wrench 
provided. 

- Pull arms (C) from adapter, rotate arm and 
align screw holes. Screw (B) arms back onto 
adapter, place plastic lid (A) back on.

- To connect High-Line Adapter to cable, screw 
the two allen screws (D) at the ends of the 
adapter to the cable. Make sure screws have a 
clean connection to the cable.
